(1) We have funded the production of 3 information boards which 
explain the layout of the workhouse buildings (£300). These boards will be placed in the 
grounds in the near future. (2) The Friends have also funded the six boards (£100) which 
are currently on display in the museum exhibition area. These cover the 200th anniversary 
of the railways with particular reference to Northwich area.
